You will need to inform us of each LFD test result by completing the
online Microsoft Forms document; you will find this on the front page of the school website. It is essential
that you inform us of the results regardless of whether they are positive, negative or void and is especially
important that we receive notification of a negative test result before their return to school. Further
information regarding these tests and other COVID-19 information can be found on the school website.
